1.  Call to order and welcome

i. Elections, 2010 Results – no quorum elected – Succession Plan Discussion.

MOTION (by Rob Olague, seconded by Lori Donahoo): the PNC appoints Elise Rothberg to the PNC Board as the Charnock Ranch Business Area 2 Representative.
MOTION PASSED unanimously by a voice vote.

vi. Motion: Seat New Board
MOTION (by Dee Olomajeye, seconded by Lori Donahoo): the PNC seats the new Board at this time.
MOTION PASSED unanimously by a voice vote.

Dee Olomajeye declared the new Board seated and thanked the previous Board.  There was discussion regarding that there are eight current Board Members.  Sandy Varga indicated that she’s interested to continue as a Board Member as she is able to.
