Palms-Soro Alliance member and Hamilton High School student Edith Torres presented the Hamilton High School ELL Program proposal, which requested funds for fields trips. There are no longer funds for field trips so the request is for funds to pay for transportation, substitute teachers, and entrance fees for field trips to locations like the Getty Museum, LACMA, and Petersen Museum. NC members volunteered to be chaperones for the field trips so that PNC would be recognized as funders of the trips.
